The Uinta County Conservation District was organized on June 4, 1948, as the Bridger Valley S
Water Conservation District, in accordance with Wyoming State Law. The original District included only th
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portion of Uinta County, however, several landowners petitioned and were included in the District. The Distric

includes and services all of Uinta County and the name of the District has been changed to the Uinta Coynty

servation District.

Of the 2088quare miles, approximately 2082 square miles is land and 6 square miles, or .28% is wate

Within the District, approximately 615,600 acres are public lands, the rest are privately owned. There are 300

and ranches within Uinta County that encompass a total of 940,000 acres. The average size of a farm o ran

3,133 acres with 108,000 of those acres being cropland. The growing season in Uinta County is 80 dayq wit

ABOUT UINTA COUNTY CONSERVATION DISTRICT

The Uinta County Conservation District is governed by a five member Board of Supervisors. Three
visors are rural, one is urban and one is designdéegeasTdiey are elected by the residents of Uinta County
during the general election. They serve stagggead feums, with two positions available at a general elec-
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tion and three positions at the next general election. These staggered terms improve the stability and comsisi

for conservation district programs. Supervisors may come from many different occupations, but must resi
the boundaries of Uinta County and must be residents of Wyoming. Supervisors are unpaid, elected v¢
who attend monthly board meetings and are actively involved in overseeing the activities of the conserva
trict. Board meetings are held on the third Thursday of each month at the USDA Service Center and areg
the public.
